“We're blessed to have water in
abundance — our job as employees

and citizens is to sustain this water
supply for our region’s future by
keeping our water healthy,” said
Donna Winchester, Manager, Division
of Environmental Management,
Department of Water. “The Children’s
Wiater Festival and other educational
programs are ways we build awareness
about protecting this critical resource.”

In an exit survey after the festival, 94
percent of teachers said they would
revisit the concepts learned at the
festival. “This was an eventful and
meaningful experience for my stu-
dents. They really enjoyed each and
every presentation that they observed,”
noted one teacher. Students and teach-
ers also walked away with helpful tips
for going green at school and home.

Partners in ground water protection
over the years include the City of
Dayton, Harrison Township, the
City of Huber Heights, the City

of Riverside, the City of Vandalia,
Wright-Patterson Air Force Base,
and Public Health - Dayton &

Montgomery County. Representatives
from each organization received

a plaque at the festival’s annual
Dignitaries Luncheon commemorating
the 20-year milestone of the SWPP
and honoring their commitment and
achievements.

“The Source Water Protection Program
has operated with strong cooperation
among the jurisdictions, the Ohio
EPA, Public Health - Dayton &
Montgomery County, the business
community, and the environmental
community,” said Tammi L. Clements,
Director, City of Dayton Department
of Water.

Bill Zilli Réceives

Environmental

Champion Award

Retired City of Dayton Department
of Water Director William Zilli
received the Jane Forrest-Redfern
Environmental Champion Award for
his more than three decades of service
and dedication to the City of Dayton

and the region’s water supply.

Bill Zilli began working for the City
of Dayton in 1973 after finishing a
master’s of science degree in environ-
mental health/civil engineering at the
University of Notre Dame.

“Under Bill’s leadership, present and
future contamination threats to the
sole and irreplaceable source of the
region’s drinking water were effectively
mitigated, and the health of the
consuming public protected,” said
Dusty Hall, former Dayton Assistant
City Manager and current Program
Development Manager for the Miami
Conservancy District.

“Bill Zilli carried on a legacy of
ensuring the health of citizens and
the vitality of the communities he
served,” said Jane Forrest-Redfern,
who presented Mr. Zilli with the
award named in her honor. “It was
also through his support that we have
the Children’s Water Festival. We owe
a debt of gratitude to Bill Zilli.”

The City of Dayton’s Division of
Environmental Management was
created in the late 1980s under Mr.
Zilli’s support and guidance. Today,
the division’s Source Water Protection
Program and Storm Water Program
are viewed internationally as models
of success.

Words to Ponder ...

Dayton Daily News Editor Ellen
Belcher gave the keynote speech
at the Children’s Water Festival
Dignitaries Luncheon. Excerpts
from her speech:

“The thought that 20 years has
passed since Dayton created
what truly is a remarkable,
internationally recognized
environmental law really is
something to celebrate. The fact
that the ordinance has stood that
test of time tells you something
about its worth.”

Ms. Belcher summarized the
history and importance of
protecting the Great Miami
Buried Valley Aquifer. And she
talked about how lucky we are
as a region to have an abundant,
healthy water supply.

“Think about the places that are
pondering how many millions and
billions of dollars theyll have to
spend on desalination or on pipes
to transport water to people. Think
about literal and figurative water
wars’ weve all read about and are
undoubtedly going to hear more
about.”

Recent droughts in portions of
the United States and globally
call even more attention to the
importance of protecting our
aquifer.

“Dayton is truly blessed. Our
challenge is to make sure the blessing
is understood and fiercely guarded.”

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Geese “Got You Down?”

You're taking a walk through one of
our MetroParks and there they are:
a flock of geese. What do you do,
especially if they seem aggressive?

First, don’t feed the geese or approach
them. Feeding harms the geese by
depriving them of the nutrients in their
natural food. Feeding also makes geese
lose their natural fear of humans.

Second, if you encounter an aggressive
goose, be sure to maintain direct eye
contact with the animal and face your
body directly toward the attacking
goose. Do not turn your back or
shoulders away from the goose, and
do not squint, close, or cover your
eyes. If the goose makes an aggressive
move toward you, you should slowly
back away while maintaining a neutral
demeanor (i.e., do not shout or kick).

Canada Geese

Canada geese, which
had been absent from
Ohio for 50 years,
were reintroduced

by the Ohio Division
of Wildlife in 1956.
Recent surveys [
estimate the resident
population at more
than 90,000 birds,
including large numbers in urban
areas such as Dayton. Geese

are protected under the Federal
Migratory Bird Act and Ohio law.
It is illegal to harm any goose or
nest without a permit from the
Ohio Division of Wildlife and the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.
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
